Transport: 
Transport for rehearsals prior to the opening performance: 
School staff will provide transport for the Addams Family and Beineke 
characters into Whakatane for a rehearsal on Monday 20th and then all the 
main characters and Room 3 and 5 students on Tuesday 21st. All of our children 
will go to the theatre for rehearsal on Wednesday 22nd May. If any parents can 
offer support with transport on Tuesday and Wednesday, please let us know. 
 
Transport for performance days: 
School staff will transport all of our students by bus into the theatre on 
performance days – Thursday 23, Friday 24, Tuesday 28, Wednesday 29, 
Thursday 30, Friday 31 May. 
 
Transport permission: 
We will take parent notification of the transport in this newsletter as 
permission for your child to go into town with us. If you don’t want your child to 
travel into Whakatane on these specified dates, please let us know.

Length of performances: 
Matinee performances start at 12.30pm and evening performances start at 
6.30pm. The show is approximately one hour and ten minutes long. 
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Drop off times:

Children need to be dropped at the back door to the Little Theatre (your 
children will know where to go from rehearsals) between 5.45pm- 6pm on each 
of the three evenings. Please don’t drop them earlier than 5.45pm unless you 
have made an arrangement with a member of staff as when we are busy setting 
up the stage we keep that door locked. 
Please don’t send them with food or drink or bags.

If you have made an arrangement to drop off and pick up for the days 
rehearsals, please get your child to the theatre by 10am and pick up at 2.30pm.
